  Supporting Students

   Ongoing changes
Constant changes include; single access routes for documents, monitoring more than three students by using team leaders and dual submission of assignments on mail and personally. Ensuring the programs are effective for learners and instructors is also underway and scheduling live sessions through video conferencing. Other improvements include; encouraging partners in research programs, creating student led discussions and using Microsoft Word to track changes.
