· Finally, provide a judgement of the impact of the amended law on individuals and/or groups. Groups in society can include the youth, licensed drivers, the elderly, retirees, employees, employers, environmentalists or students. Provide reasons for this judgement, such as data/research/statistics to support your argument.
