Which social groups are marginalised, excluded or silenced within the text? 
Source text: Oprah Winfrey’s Golden Globe Speech in 2018

Introduction:
It was undeniably the most memorable and electric moment of the 2018 Globes awards when renowned TV anchor Oprah Winfrey turned up to receive the Cecil B. DeMille award for her massive contribution to the entertainment industry. Her speech highlighted a variety of social groups that Winfrey believes to be oppressed in modern society, she sympathises with African Americans, women and the Press. This speech is a public response to the recent allegations of sexual harassment of women in the entertainment industry but also the longstanding mistreatment of specific social groups, women, African Americans and the Press. Winfrey’s audience had an extreme range she was speaking to some of Hollywood's most elite inside the ballroom of the Beverly Hilton a room brimming with tension as men and women donned black in support of the Me Too movement but she knew that she was also speaking to the viewers at home specifically mentioning that, “…there are some little girls watching…” just as she watched Sidney Poitier years ago. Oprah knew that she must cater her message, of inspiring her audience to stand up and fight for equality and truth not only in the entertainment industry but throughout the world, to each group listening, those in power who must fight for justice and truth and those without power who must cling to hope of a better future, and in order to effectively convey her message to the audience she employed each rhetorical technique of persuasion. This paper will endeavour to shed more light on her moving speech to identify these social groups she sees as marginalised, excluded and or silenced in the contemporary American society and analyse how she portrays them using stylistic devices.

P1: Ethos
Ethos could be how she needs to prove her credibility to speak about these issues to both audiences, and does this through:
1. Intrinsic - her appearance and way of speaking -> she is dressed elegantly in a room
2. Extrinsic - expertise, education, and experiences -> first black lady to receive this award showing her as a leader and pioneer for this suppressed social group
But she also does this by proxy -> mentioning Sidney -> he is a prominent leader in the Civil rights movement, the first African American to receive the award
Oprah uses ethos by proxy to connect herself to Sidney -> increasing her credibility to talk about such issues


P2: Logos -> 
rather than use conventional forms of logical persuasion she chooses to use history as a form of ?

Logos is used to persuade the audience by making logical claims and offering proof in support of that claim this technique usually involves data in statistics in order to persuade but Oprah does not stall her acceptance speech with charts and graphs, but rather chooses to utilises logos with the use of history. (She does this because the purpose of the speech is to inspire -> make a sentence of this) She cites specific years when Sidney Poitier won his Academy Award; the same award that Oprah is currently accepting then she cites 1944. 

“In 1944, Recy Taylor … was abducted by six armed white men, raped, and left blindfolded by the side of the road… her story was reported to the NAACP where … Rosa Parks became the lead investigator on her case and together they sought justice. But justice wasn't an option in the era of Jim Crow. The men … were never persecuted.”

Oprah purposefully uses these historical events and figures in order to elicit a ? reaction from the audience. Rosa Parks and Jim Crow are allusions to racial and justices in the past, and Oprah then connects the events of the past to the injustice happening today, especially with the social groups she has identified.

“I just hope that Recy Taylor died knowing that her truth, like the truth of so many other women who were tormented in those years, and even now tormented, goes marching on. It was somewhere in Rosa Parks' heart almost 11 years later, when she made the decision to stay seated on that bus in Montgomery, and it's here with every woman who chooses to say, "Me too.””

She engages the audience with military diction the word “marching” which serves as an allusion to the civil rights marches as well as the current marches in the US. -> effect on reader?  
She also connects the bravery of Rosa Parks to remain seated on that bus many years ago with the same bravery it takes for every woman who says "Me too." today. (What device is this?)

Oprah also shares her life and work experiences,

“In my career, what I've always tried my best to do, whether on television or through film, is to say something about how men and women really behave. To say how we experience shame, how we love and how we rage, how we fail, how we retreat, persevere and how we overcome.”

she uses the inclusive we showing that she too has experienced trials and suffering in her life and in her job she's always strived to give the weary in downtrodden a voice in hopes of seeking healing and reconciliation in the world. By utilizing pathos the speaker is appealing to the audience’s collective identity self interest and emotions with this technique a speaker can move an audience to love pity fear and anger through only their words Oprah begins her speech with an anecdote describing her humble beginnings 

“In 1964, I was a little girl sitting on the linoleum floor of my mother's house in Milwaukee watching Anne Bancroft present the Oscar for best actor at the 36th Academy Awards. She opened the envelope and said five words that literally made history: "The winner is Sidney Poitier." Up to the stage came the most elegant man I had ever seen. I remember his tie was white, and of course his skin was black, and I had never seen a black man being celebrated like that. I tried many, many times to explain what a moment like that means to a little girl, a kid watching from the cheap seats as my mom came through the door bone tired from cleaning other people's houses.”

Oprah instantly humanizes herself and makes herself relatable to an audience full of dreamers she perfectly embodies the idea of the American Dream where anyone can become successful with enough hard work and dedication. Oprah then traverses the difficult landscape of the press and the current war on truth a topic that instantly triggers passionate emotions she uses emotionally charged words like truth in military diction in words like under siege tyrants and navigate the voguing the idea that this is indeed a war that must be fought and the people who are going to fight this war are ordinary men and 

“And I'm especially proud and inspired by all the women who have felt strong enough and empowered enough to speak up and share their personal stories. Each of us in this room are celebrated because of the stories that we tell, and this year we became the story.”

she brings the audience in directly with inclusive words like each of us and we this is a rallying cry stirring passion and dedication for every single person to stand up to participate in this global change she repeats other rallying cries throughout her speech such as their time is up and me too these are causes and phrases for people to get behind and embody and with every person who comes forward to speak the truth and seek justice there is hope for the future.

“…the one quality all of them seem to share is an ability to maintain hope for a brighter morning, even during our darkest nights.”
