Systematic Review:
	
1. Describe the systematic process of your literature search including databases, key words, and inclusion/exclusion criteria. Identify how many articles met the final conditions of your search. 

2. Critically review the literature. Write an integrated summary (synthesis) of what is currently known about your topic using appropriate categories/ headings. Clearly identify gaps in current knowledge. Conclude your review with a summary paragraph persuading the reader of the need for your proposed research, and pose a research question to address one of these gaps. 

3. Also present your literature findings in a summary table and include this with your review as an appendix. As discussed in class, you should be aiming to source 15-20 articles for review. If this is not possible for your chosen topic explain why.
