(Third person point of view)

· Record important biographical information and major events in the author's life.
· List and describe four noteworthy texts.
· Provide in-depth analysis of a particular text, while engaging in active dialogue with other literary critics.
· Write a reflection on the experience.
· Tabs should be listed as "Biography," "Timeline," Analysis," "Reflection," and "Works Cited.

· The "Biography" page requires a minimum of 500 words.
· Integrate a minimum of two outside sources into the biography.
· The goal of the biography is to provide a brief summary of the author's life that reflects knowledge of the author beyond what is present in our text.

· The "Timeline" page should focus on major texts written by the author and major life events experienced by the artist.
· Each text (a minimum of four) and major event (TBD) listed needs to be accompanied with a 150-word summary, either describing the text or analyzing the significance of an event in shaping the personal and/or professional life of an American writer.
· The number of major events listed is not set in stone, but it needs to be clear that you have done extensive research on the author.
· The key objective of the timeline is to delve deeper into the author's life by going beyond summary of the author's life and works. Hone in on particular aspects of personal experience or writing that illuminate the nature of the experiences that shaped the writer and the products of those experiences

· The "Analysis" page should focus on one text produced by the author.
· It will consist of a 750-1,000-word analysis of the text that integrates a minimum of three-four primary or secondary sources. Do not worry about providing a summary of the text. because this will already be present in the "Timeline." (Note: if you are looking at a poet, you are free to look at two-three poems, as long as you can draw some connection between the pieces.)
· The "Analysis" has to come to some kind of conclusion about the text(s). This is NOT a summary.
· Taking into account all the research that you have conducted on the author, develop a meaningful interpretation of the work that seeks to prove your thesis present in the introduction.
· The argument present in the analysis should not be superficial or obvious. For example, a thesis that states Howells's "Editha" paints yellow journalism in a negative light can be recognized upon a first read of the story; however, a thesis that argues Editha's problem is her marginalization in society, which prevents her from understanding the power of language and results in her using it recklessly, is a thesis grown out of deep thought, multiple reads, and extensive research.

· The "Reflection" page requires a 350-word analysis of the experience.
· The reflection should reveal what you learned about the author that you did not know before, as well as how the project helped you grow as a student of literature.

Research, Design, and Tone:
Sources
· The Norton Anthology of American Literature is a required source.
· Six additional primary or secondary sources need to be present on the web site. Sources should only come from a database such as N.C. Live or printed materials, such as books, magazines, or newspapers. Avoid user-editable web sites, such as Wikipedia and Associated Content, and essay mills, such as 123helpme.com. Using them (or similar sites) will result in a failing grade for the essay, no exceptions. Also, avoid definitions as sources; they are often common knowledge and unnecessary, especially if using the word’s denotation. If you are not sure, ask.
Design
·  Must incorporate multimedia (i.e. photos, videos, or slideshows, etc.) and other appropriate material to supplement analysis and interpretation of the author's life and works.
· Have a professional and creative design to the web site.
· Proper MLA formatting and citation. This means proper paraphrases and direct quotations using appropriate signal phrases and correct in-text citations, and a separate, alphabetically organized Works Cited page as a separate link on the web site or on each page. Using MLA formatting tools in a word processing program or a web site such as Citation Machine or Easy Bib is not prohibited, but highly discouraged. You are responsible for ensuring correct MLA, not the computer. You can only learn by doing. 
· Give your web site an original, provoking title.
· Tone
· Observe the rules of proper grammar, spelling, and punctuation.
· Third-person point of view only. No first (I) or second (you) person, except in the reflection.
