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ABSTRACT
Theories show that men tend to be upset more by males sexual infidelity while women tend to be more upset by emotional infidelity from their mates. Previously, no gender differences were noted when those who participated recalled personal experiences with his/her mate's infidelity (Atkinson, Atkinson, Smith, Bem & Nolan-Hoeksema, 2000). Theories have shown that men are supposed to be upset by his mate sexual infidelity. Women should be bothered by over her mate's emotional infidelity. Men tend to feel much pain when their spouses engage in adultery. For women, they tend to fear losing resources from their mates. The analyses done earlier used the evolutionary view of jealousy. The main issue was to check whether natural selection was the cause of jealousy mechanism in women and men. The jealousy called an innate module in both male and females.
Introduction
This article used the theory that men become upset by their mates having sexual intercourse with other people. The women were also theorized to be upset by their mates falling in love with other people (Bailey, Gaulin, Agyei, & Gladue, 1994). The thesis was that most women find it hard to accept their mates engaging in emotional infidelity as compared to sexual infidelity. On the other hand, men predict that it's hard for them to bear seeing their mates engaging in sexual infidelity as compared to emotional infidelity. This study will as well try to show the level of differences in the level of jealousy among women and men. This topic is of great importance since it will help in understanding the root cause of different reactions when people get cheated by their mates in the current world. This study also shows the reasons behind different levels of jealousy families. By the end of the study, analyses of the results obtained after the study will be outlined. A conclusion will be drawn as well as the recommendations following the results obtained. 
The purpose of this study was to know the difference between the reactions across the gender. The study wanted to study the hypothesis that "jealousy as a specific innate module." This research wanted to apply the forced choice question to get better results (Bell & Weinberg, 2015). It also intended to approve a study which had shown that men as well fear emotional infidelity. It also designed to study whether men commit spousal abuse and murder more due to sexual jealousy. The study used the questionnaire as the study methodology. Mailed anonymous emails were sent with questions for the participants to fill.
The study revealed that analysis of sexual responses showed that a higher percentage of the heterosexual sample showed that sexual infidelity would be worse compared to emotional infidelity. Almost all lesbians showed that sexual infidelity would be less severe compared to emotional infidelity (Atkinson et al., 2000). Again, thou, not all heterosexual males, most of them predicted that emotional cheating is worse than sexual infidelity. 
In real life, the study showed that their mates had cheated most people. Most of the people focus on emotional infidelity than sexual infidelity. It showed that both genders get bothered by emotional infidelity which goes against the set hypothesis that male gets upset by sexual infidelity (Bailey et al., 1994). It was also worthwhile that in both men and women, their relationship ended due to their mate's affairs. When filling in the questionnaires, those involved did on base on their past experiences as expected by the study. 
The primary purpose of this study was to analyze how people react when their mates play sex with others and when they emotionally fall in love with others. This study also aimed at examining whether it's true that men get upset when their spouses play sex with others (Bell, & Weinberg, 2015). The research also tried to use the forced-choice question to get reliable results. Further study can be done using broad sample since in this case the generalization was limited. Future studies can as well be done to determine the real cause of emotional infidelity and why it's more dangerous compared to sexual infidelity. Different appraisals as to why people cheat on their mates can be also investigated further. 
The article "subjective distress over a partner's external involvement” showed similar results as the main article. This article used more severe dilemmas compared to the primary materials (Bell & Weinberg, 2015). The two reports revealed that emotional infidelity was more upsetting especially to women. Much magnitude was noted on issues to do with sex matters. There was also a contract in the reply on both sex and love. 
 Men were also upset by emotional upset, but more percentage of men was upset by sexual infidelity. This study should help that most people get confused by love as compared to sex (Atkinson et al., 2000). It, therefore, means that females fear being cheated by their spouse falling in love with others. By falling in love, they may never be able to break the bond, but with sex then it's easy to separate the two. This means that this article clearly shows some level of differences in jealousy in both men and women. Consistency with the main article can be observed. 
The article "contexts that activates jealousy mechanisms" showed consistent results with the central section. This article aimed at investing the difference in the level of commitment in the sexual relationship (Bailey et al., 1994). It was expected that men who were committed in their sexual relationship will get more upset if their spouses engaged in infidelity.  Men who were less committed were likely to feel less pain if their partners cheated on them. Men were noted to be more affected by sexual intimacy as compared to women despite being in a committed sexual relationship. Women, on the other hand, reported getting distressed by their spouse's involvement in emotional affairs as compared to the effect of sexual intimacy. From this study, it was noted that women don't cheat their spouses more as compared to men.
According to the chief article and the other two articles, it's clear that sex determines the level and type of jealousy.  According to all the articles, in both sexes there is some level of distress when one is cheated by their spouses whether in terms of emotional distress or physical distress which can make people react in a negative way.  This explains the many killings in the marriages as well as the increases level of divorces worldwide. People should therefore remain faithful to their spouses.
