Art 141 – Art History

The following are requirements for writing your comparative analysis paper. 
Students must:
· Select two works of art from two different historical time periods covered in our text and related by your chosen theme.  These works of art must come either from pieces represented in our text, or an image database approved by the instructor or listed on our class website. The selected works must have been produced within the time frame covered by our text: 40,000 BCE – 1400 CE.  

· Research the selected images for both general information (artist, medium, date produced, original location/context, size of the work, present location) and also specifics about its creation, history, and formal appearance.  All cited research must come from resources within our library or accessed through databases within Reid Library, or approved websites listed on our class website.  If you have questions regarding whether a site is approved, you should ask the instructor.  In the final paper, research must be cited properly within the written portion of the assignment, using MLA style.  This includes author(s), book or article title(s), date(s) of publication, and page numbers for each reference.
· Utilize at least 4 separate sources.  The sources can be a combination of books, articles, and reference items, but at least two sources must be books accessed within our library system.   Our text may not be used as a reference within the paper. 
You may utilize direct quotations from your sources within the body of the paper, but they 

       must be placed within quotation marks and cited.   The total amount of direct quotations 

       used, from any single source or combination of sources, may not exceed ¼ of the total length 

       of the paper. 
-     Avoid expanded or contracted formats.  That means papers shall have one inch margins,  

       utilize a font size of 10 or 12, avoid expanded top or bottom margins, and have line spacing 
       no greater than 1.5.  No double-spaced papers.  Any images included must be on a 
      separate page. 
· Write eight full pages. The paper must be the required length – at least three full pages.  Half pages count as half-pages!  Since the required length is eight pages, seven and one half pages will not suffice.  Seven and three quarters pages will not suffice.  The best way to make sure that you meet the minimum length is to go beyond the eight page requirement.  Your cited references do not count toward the body (8 pages) of the paper.  They are separate items on a “Works Cited” page.  
· Turn the assignment in on time.  This assignment must be completed no later than the beginning of class, Thursday, May 3.  You must turn in a hard copy of your paper to me on that date and email your instructor an electronic copy.  Both of those things must be accomplished to receive a final evaluation. 
· Proofread their work!
