
Assignment:  	Write a refutation essay of 900-1200 words (Length does not 
include header, title, or Works Cited page.)  The essay is to be a refutation essay against the argument made in the New York Times op-ed article “A Smarter Minimum Wage.” (The link is given in the module assignment sheet.) You will, basically, be writing an argument against the argument. Your personal opinion or feeling about the minimum wage has no place in this assignment. You will be refuting (arguing against) the authors’ argument.

If you write in agreement or support of the article, you will receive no credit for your work.

All sources MUST be cited both in-text and on a Works Cited page which does not count in the finished page length. You must use credible sources. You must use at least 2-3 academically credible sources to support your rebuttal (DO NOT USE WIKIPEDIA or other similar sources. They are not academically credible because anyone can post and can do so anonymously as well as anyone being able to go in and change information that others have posted.) In addition to the support sources mentioned above, you must also cite the op-ed article that you are arguing against.

Purpose:         This is an academic exercise for you to show your ability to argue against a 
position that you may personally agree with. Again, this is not about your personal opinion.

	-Use header and the header function for the entire header.  (Include name, class   
		  and section, date, type of essay, and type of draft in the upper left-hand corner of 
		  the first page. Include last name and the number of the page in the upper right-
		  hand corner of the second page.  Create the second-page header first.) 
		-Papers must be titled with an original title that connects to your topic.
