	Vocational Scenario or Context
	
The purpose of building an Art and Design portfolio is to showcase your own art and design work to support an application for employment or further education. By looking at how other artists and designers select work and present their ideas, you will be able to select your own work and build a portfolio to present for an interview for employment or for further education.

The college have asked you to produce a resource in the form of a PowerPoint presentation explaining the importance of portfolios for the art and design industry. This resource will be used in secondary schools to show to Year 11 art and design pupils. The college’s target for this resource is to make sure that potential students are prepared when coming to interviews with their portfolios. 

As well as explaining the importance of portfolios the college would like you to explain the different types of portfolios you can make and to include examples of portfolios from different design industries. 


	

	Task 1
	
Following on from seeing examples of portfolios, you now need to carry out research, using both primary and secondary sources, into a diverse range of portfolios that demonstrate different specialist pathways and uses. You must research examples of digital and paper-based portfolios for a diverse range of different artists and designers. 
For example – you could research a photographer’s portfolio or a furniture designer’s portfolio of work.


	


	Task 2
	You need to present your research in a power point analysing and comparing examples of artists and designers’ portfolio’s, analysing how they are presented and what art and design work is displayed in their portfolio. For example, are they paper-based or digital, do they include photographic evidence, material samples, 3D models, sketchbooks etc.?

You also need to evaluate the advantages and disadvantages of the different formats and methods of promotion:
· How does the content of portfolios differ in relation to their purpose?
· What are the advantages of storing and promoting work electronically?
· What are the advantages of storing and promoting work paper-based?
· How do some artists and designers use web pages or social networking, e.g. Instagram or Facebook, to promote their work?
· How does the layout of a portfolio help to promote your work to employers or teachers? 

Your power point presentation should also include a conclusion, evaluating why a portfolio is important for you and your future use and why do portfolios need to be regularly updated.
